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“Response To The L etter About Sin”

(\’o all who read
this bulletin, let

there be no mis-

take that |1 am

the Redeemer,
man’s only hope for an eternity
in Heaven (Jn. 14:6). Allah, Bud-
dha, and others are not equal
with me, but are far below mein
every way. They are dead idols,
and | am the True Lord and Sav-
ior, Jesus Christ! This letter is a
response to the letter in last
week’s issue of The Old Paths. My
child, Jarrod Jacobs didn’t need
to be convinced, or persuaded to
publish my letter, nor did he have
to lay down rules which de-
manded | use the Bible in my
writing. (See last week’s letter —
JJ) I AM the word (Jn. 1:1), and
know that the gospel record
about me has the power to save
(Rom. 1:16), and will lead every-
one to Heaven. Therefore, in this
writing, | will freely and openly
cite Scripture references because |
want my gospel published far and
wide.

As | begin, let me assure all
that Mr. “Zebub” as he wanted to
be called, is no man’s friend!
Though he portrays himself as
man’s friend, even “an angd of
light” at times (Il Cor.

Satan tries
his best to cheat, to lie, and through
various temptations, to lead souls
away from me (I Jn. 2:15-17). He
has been active in this work since
the beginning of man, and is quite
good at his work (Gen. 3:1-6; Jn.
8:44).

Though Satan is efficient in this
work, and quite successful at times,
never forget that | possess all au-
thority in heaven and earth, not
him (Matt. 28:18; Eph. 1:20-23).
Though he is called ‘“theprincedf the
world” and “the prince of the power of
the air” (Jn. 12:41, 14:30, 16:11;
Eph. 2:2), | am still more powerful
than him, and will one day cast
him, his angels, and all his earthly
followers into Hell (Matt. 25:41-46;
Il Thess. 1:6-9; Rev. 21:8). There-
fore, it is best for all to listen to me
and obey while there is till an op-
portunity (Heb. 2:1-3). One day, life
for you will end, and then what will
be the result if you die without me
(Matt. 16:26, 6:19-21)? Do not lis-
ten to Satan, listen to me!

In the beginning of his letter,
Satan said that he has been to
Owensboro quite often. Thisistrue,
but remember, so have | (Prov.
15:3)!! There have been many
Christians living in Owensboro over

the years, and there are many 4ill in
town today! | look among the people
and see many who have submitted their
lives to my will, and followed my plan
for salvation (Acts 2:22-38; Mk.

Not only
have | seen this, but | have also ob-
served good fathers and mothers teach-
ing their children my word, and leading
them to me, just like they are supposed
to (Eph. 6:4; Tit. 2:3-5; Prov. 22:6). |
walk among the churches (Rev. 2:1),
and so am among the Southside congre-
gation weekly. | see what is happening
there, and know of your works. How-
ever, | have sometimes wondered if all
the folks there recognize me like they
should?

As | peruse his letter, and see Satan
gloating over the fact that he has
“brought down kings, paupers, preach-
ers, prophets, husbands and wives ...” |
am both angry at his work and sad. |
am angry and sad because | know those
folks, and wish they would have chosen
me over Satan! You see, just as night is
opposite to day, so also I, “the light” (Jn.
1:4-5, 9-10, 8:12; Col. 1:12) am the op-
posite of Satan and his kingdom of
darkness (Col. 1:13)! | do not “bring
down” men, | lift them up! Satan’s
work results in lost and dejected souls,
but my work results in souls being ac-
cepted of me and saved (Lk. 19:10;
Matt. 26:28; Eph. 1:6-7)!

Y et, even when a Christian yields to
temptation and sins, this one can till be
forgiven (I Jn. 2:1)! | till provide for-
giveness and redemption for those who
will repent!

And if any man Sn, wehavean
advocate with the Father, Jewus
Chrig the righteous And he is the
propitiation for our sns and nat for
ours only, but also for the sins of the
whdewarld” (I Jn. 2:1-2). Why
don’t my children believe me?
They do not have to be “brought
down” and destroyed spiritually!
From Old Testament times, my
children have been encouraged
and exhorted to repent and obey
(Ezek. 18:31-32). Sadly, even at
this period in earth’s history, |
know those who have become so
dejected that they listened to Sa-
tan rather than me, and it re-
sulted in them losing their souls
in eternity. Contrary to Satan,
who said he loves such situa-
tions, it truly hurts me! | died for
all mankind (Matt. 20:28; Heb.

I need more and
more workers to go out into the
field (world) and gather this harvest
before it is too late (Jn. 4:35). | am
in need of workers, but who will
answer my call for laborers? Who
will answer my call and command
to “Comeunto me all yethat labor and
areheavy laden, and | will gveyou red.
Take my yoke upon you, and learn of
me for | am mek and lowly in heart:
and ye shall find res unto your souls
For my yokeis easy, and my burden is
light” (Matt. 11:28-30)? Many have
already answered me in the past in
Owensboro, but | need more, today!

Satan admits that he has studied
humans for many years and knows
what it takes to tempt them and lead
them into sin.
