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“An Attempt To Re-educate Owensboro”

was upset to read in the

newspaper last week

about a new group that

has started in Owens-

boro. They are known

as “PFLAG.” This ac-
ronym stands for “Parents, Fami-
lies, and Friends for Lesbians and
Gays.” It is reported that this
chapter came to Owensboro in
June of this year, and its stated
purpose is to “help families find
resources, facts, and emotional
support” in relation to learning
that a family member has said
that he/she is a sodomite.

This chapter’s president,
Becky Herzog, says she became
concerned when her own daugh-
ter (now 17) announced her deci-
sion for homosexuality. Becky
said she wanted a group in
Owensboro, “so family members
... would have a place to talk ...
discuss problems they were fac-
ing, and help each other find so-
lutions.”

This sounds quite noble, like
this group would help folks who
are suffering because of the sinful
behavior of family members who
are choosing to live this life of
sodomy. That is, until we read
the rest of what Becky Herzog
said. She said that part of the rea-
son for the existence of this chap-
ter is to “re-educate society” in
relation to this sin. Her full quote
is this: “People have been taught
from an early age that being gay
is wrong or sinful, so a lot of peo-
ple are misinformed. We want to

re-educate society that being gay is
natural — it’s as natural as being
heterosexual — and there is no
need for shame.”

Have we read anything as bla-
tantly blasphemous, or contradic-
tory to Scripture as this? Note that
she says she and others were taught
that being a homosexual was sinful
“from an early age.” In other
words, she and others were taught
correctly in their youth (Rom. 1:26-
27; 1 Cor. 6:9; etc.). Now, her
agenda, and no doubt others in
“PFLAG”, is to “re-educate” folks
so they will stop condemning peo-
ple for their sin, and be more ac-
cepting of it. Therefore, her stated
purpose is to lead folks away from
the truth and have them accept a
lie. She is not unlike the folks of
Romans 1:25!

As the newspaper article contin-
ues, we learn that her expressed
work of “re-educating” people is
not the result of learning the truth,
nor a result of deep and meaningful
Bible study. She stated in the news-
paper article, “I wasn’t raised to
think homosexuality was OK.”
Rather, her current attitude of ac-
cepting homosexuality as being
“natural” and not shameful is the
result of her being the mother to a
17 year old daughter who has em-
braced this sin. How sad that she
loves a daughter in sin more than
she loves the eternal sinless Savior
(contradicting Matt. 10:37).

Of course, we understand that
this attitude of accepting someone

in sexual sin, and calling it
“OK” (whether homosexuality, adul-
tery, or any other sin) is not unique to
Becky Herzog, but is the product of gen-
erations of folks who have preached
“free love,” “no rules,” and who wanted
to fight the moral and spiritual truths of
the Bible. This is but one more way in
which we are reaping that harvest of the
bad seed that was sown years ago (Gal.
6:8-9). Are we not living Isaiah 30:8-11
when we learn of a mother, who, rather
than being ashamed of a sinful 17 year
old daughter and confronting her with
her sin, is out to “re-educate” everyone
else!! She (and PFLAG) is determined to
tell folks why they are wrong and need
to be accepting of her daughter, and oth-
ers who are living in sin!! How upside
down are the morals of people when we
have come to this point! Folks, let us
realize that if we have people willing to
relive Isaiah 30:8-11, then Isaiah 30:12-
14 follows such decisions!! What has
happened to us??

While we are discussing the sins of
homosexual behavior, were we aware
that there is a “gay/straight alliance
group” at Owensboro High School also?
This (in addition to PFLAG) is just an-
other way in which people are getting
unfettered access to our children and
teaching them wicked things.

Why do I say this? I say this because
such groups’ stated purpose is teaching
our children that what God calls unnatu-
ral is now natural. Becky Herzog is just
the latest example of those who wish to
deny what is stated plainly in Scripture.
A study of the Bible reveals that in Old
Testament days, there were people
guilty of committing homosexual sin. In
those days, God condemned such ac-
tions. He did not form groups to help
these people feel accepted and make so-
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ciety accept them as “normal”.
Rather, He said they were sin-
ners and deserving of punish-
ment (Gen. 19:5-13; Lev. 18:22,
20:13; Deut. 23:17). It is that se-
rious! Further study reveals that
in the New Testament, such ac-
tions were not considered
“natural,” but are in fact,
“against nature” (Rom. 1:26-27).
Thus, it turns out that the people
Becky Herzog is trying to ‘“re-
educate” were actually educated
correctly in the first place when
they learned in their youth that
homosexuality is wrong and sin-
ful! In addition to this, I Corin-
thians 6:9 states that those guilty
of homosexuality will not
“inherit the kingdom of God”. Such
passages as these show us how
serious this matter really is; and
when Becky Herzog and others
try to “re-educate” people, they
are in fact teaching false doctrine
and encouraging people to dis-
obey God!

Some contend that what they
do in their own home is no one
else’s business. May [ remind
those making such an argument
that first, Becky Herzog and
these folks of PFLAG and others
are not doing something in the
privacy their homes. They are
quite public in not only trying to
justify sinful behavior, but Becky
is also proclaiming publicly that
she is the president of a group of
folks justifying sin; and encour-
aging others in Owensboro to
join the group. So, in this case,
the “privacy” argument falls flat!

Yet, to those who say that
they can commit sin at home
that no one else knows about,
and this makes it OK, let me ask:
Is God only God for our public
life? Solomon said, “The eyes of
the LORD are in every place, behold-
ing the evil and the good” (Prov.
15:3). In other words, a sin we

commit at home is just as sinful as
if we had committed it in public!
Remember, we will give an ac-
count to God for the things we
have done in private and in public
(Ecc. 12:14; Rom. 2:16, 14:12;
Matt 12:36)!! Truly, nothing is hid-
den from God (Heb. 4:13)!

The final statement Becky
Herzog makes in this article is:
“The main goal is to help families
stay together.” This sentiment on
its own is certainly a wonderful
goal. Yet, at what price do we
maintain ‘“togetherness”? Do we
ignore sin, and/or redefine sin as
righteousness in order to keep a
family together? Again, I am re-
minded of the Lord’s statement:
“Think not that I am come to send
peace on earth: I came not to send
peace, but a sword. For I am come to
set a man at variance against his fa-
ther, and the daughter against her
mother, and the daughter in law
against her mother in law. And a
man's foes shall be they of his own
household. He that loveth father or
mother more than me is not worthy of
me: and he that loveth son or daughter
more than me is not worthy of
me” (Matt. 10:34-37).

This group, “PFLAG” and
those supporting such sins as ho-
mosexuality, will not bring any
good to this community so long as
they encourage folks to stay in their

sin and expect others to accept them in
their sin. This is contrary to the gospel.

What homosexuals, and every other
sinner needs is the gospel of Christ. The
gospel is God’s power to salvation (Rom.
1:16). It is this gospel that was preached
to the Jews who murdered Christ, and
those who “gladly received the word” were
baptized and saved (Acts 2:38-41). Those
in Corinth also heard the word, believed
it, and were baptized (Acts 18:8). Among
those converted were the unrighteous, the
drunkards, and yes, the homosexuals (I
Cor. 6:9-11). These folks all had been
“washed ... sanctified ... justified in the name
of the Lord Jesus, and by the Spirit of our
God.” This is because these folks heard the
gospel, repented of their sins, and obeyed
the truth. In like manner, folks today need
to obey this same gospel message so that
they might be forgiven of sins. The worst
thing one can do is to coddle and defend
people in their sins, but this is what
“PFLAG” and other similar groups are
doing. May we never follow in their foot-
steps. Let us rather follow in the footsteps
of Christ (I Pet. 2:21). Let us teach our
children the truth about homosexual sin
(and all other sin). Let us treat others with
love (Matt. 22:39), speak the truth in love
(Eph. 4:15), and show lost people the way
to Christ before it is too late.
